To volunteer in the classroom or as a field trip chaperone, ALL
parents must have a background check completed and take a
free Child Abuse and Neglect course. The background check
is valid for five years. Before volunteering, you must submit
the course completion certificate to the office.

After completing the course and background check, please
contact your child's teacher to schedule a time to volunteer or
the school office to serve as a field trip chaperone. We ask
that parents refrain from volunteering during the first six
weeks of school, as this is critical in establishing classroom
routines and helping children overcome separation anxiety.
Please understand that state regulations do not allow
volunteer work with children without school staff.
